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Mom always told me, “Change is inevitable.” We 
face changes every day, maybe a new doctor or 

a new dry cleaner, maybe a new family member, or the 
loss of a family member, maybe a promotion or a job 
loss. What about changing our minds? Let’s eat out, 
let’s stay home, let’s go to the park, let’s go bowling, 
let’s go on vacation, let’s have a staycation. 

Each time we face change we are challenged with 
our feelings about those changes. In my life sometimes 
changes bring on a great deal of fear. Or I might 
experience joy. I can fight the change or I can embrace the change. 
Ecclesiastes says there is a time for every purpose under heaven.

Ecclesiastes 3:1 – 8 ESV “For everything there is a season, and 
a time for every matter under heaven: a time to be born, and a time 
to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck up what is planted; a time 
to kill, and a time to heal; a time to break down, and a time to build 
up; a time to weep, and a time to laugh; a time to mourn, and a time 
to dance; a time to cast away stones, and a time to gather stones 
together; a time to embrace, and a time to refrain from embracing; 
a time to seek, and a time to lose; a time to keep, and a time to cast 
away; a time to tear, and a time to sew; a time to keep silence, and a 

time to speak; a time to love, and a time to hate; a time 
for war, and a time for peace.”

When our residents come into our program, 
they are seeking change. Change from controlling 
thoughts, change from feelings of despair, change from 
controlling everyone or being controlled by everyone. 
They face it all head-on even when it’s hard, even 
when it hurts. They face it in the counseling room 
with the counselor, in the groups like Conquering 
Codependency and Anger Management, and in their 

own personal quiet time with the Lord. 
Change doesn’t come easy, but it can 

happen. Permanent change, happy change. 
And above all, God honoring change.
